4. Before graduation, students must submit a TOEFL(PBT) score of 500 (inclusive) ,
TOEFL(CBT) score of 173 (inclusive) , and TOEFL (IBT) score of 61 or TOEIC score
of 650 (inclusive) or above, or proof of Duolingo English Test 65(inclusive) or above.
Those who fail to pass must take another English course. The English course credits will
not be included in the graduation credits. The English course to be taken will be
announced separately by the department.
